Annual Parish Council meeting held on Monday 13th May 2013 at 7.30pm in Chorley Village Hall.

Election of officers: 

a) Chairman:

Cllr Hamilton-Russell proposed by Cllr Barratt, seconded by Cllr Young. RESOLVED that Cllr Hamilton-Russell be elected as Chairman for the coming year.

 b) Signing of Declaration of Acceptance of Office by Chairman:
This was signed and witnessed by the Clerk.

 c) Vice Chairman:

Cllr Abbiss was proposed by Cllr Barratt, seconded by Cllr Hamilton-Russell. RESOLVED that Cllr Abbiss be elected as Vice-Chairman for the coming year.  

d) Signing of Declaration of Acceptance of Office by Vice Chairman:

This was signed and witnessed by the Clerk.

Co-option of Councillors:

Clerk pointed out that the PC have 35 days to co-opt new Councillors before the advertising process takes place which could result in costs to the PC if an election is requested.
It was suggested by Cllr Barratt that a letter is sent out pointing out what the PC do (Lengthsman scheme), what the PC has achieved (bus shelter, parking) and what we lose if we do not fill the vacancies. Clerk was asked to send a draft letter round for Councillors to look at with a view to sending this out to prospective Councillors. In the meantime Cllrs were asked to speak to parishioners regarding the vacancies.

(7.45pm)It was RESOLVED that Standing Orders be suspended for this item:

Alan Vincent from Chorley Chapel attended and advised Cllrs that refurbishment had taken place at the Chapel and a new Youth Group had recently commenced but equipment was needed.

A steering committee has been set up comprising of parents and a Youth development Officer and they were now looking at doing something for the community and explained ideas.

It was suggested that they apply to the LJC for grants.

Clerk suggested that as the parents from school had been looking for a play area for the children either in Stottesdon or Chorley that this could be something the Chapel could be involved with.

After further discussions the Chairman confirmed that the Chapel had the full support of the Parish Council and Mr Vincent confirmed that he would speak to Tom Brettell regarding funding a.s.a.p.

Standing Orders were reinstated at 8.05pm and the meeting resumed.

School Bus:

Buses still not using the Bus Stop at Glebe Drive. Oldbury Wells head has been in touch with resident and confirmed that the parents do not want to move up to Glebe Drive for collection/drop off. After discussions it was RESOLVED to write to Oldbury Wells School asking why there are 2 buses, pointing out the nuisance, safety and also requesting that the students are collected from the bus shelter. It was also suggested that a copy of this letter be sent to Matt Johnson as it appears that we are unable to sort out this problem.

Green Wheelie Bin:

One has gone missing from next to The Rectory, Stottesdon following the collection last week. It is marked but not in a very visible place. It was suggested that the resident ask Veolia to provide a replacement.
