To confirm minutes of the meeting held on 28th June 2010:

These had been circulated with the agenda and it was RESOLVED to accept these as a true record. Chairman signed the minutes.

Matters arising from minutes:

a) Clerk’s report:

P3 Group:

No reply received from SC.

Broadplace:
Clerk had received an email from SC confirming that they had received an offer to return 2 laptops for wiping but SC had asked for all other requests in their previous letter to the Broadplace             co-ordinator be dealt with.  This will be followed up by SC.
Lengthsman Scheme:
Clerk had talked to Matt Home and he will put the hours worked on future invoices. Have also asked Matt to clear the vegetation on the bridge at the ford and also cut out the dead branches from the Almond tree at Glebe Drive and cut off the cherry tree branches overhanging the bus shelter.

Wicksteed Leisure Play equipment inspection:
Cllr Abbiss declared a personal interest as School Governor.
This has been booked and will be carried out during the school holidays.

Hedge at The Bull Ring:
Mr Simmonds has cut off the protruding branches.

Website:

This has been updated and the link to the Playschool put onto it. Playschool also offered to put a link from their website to the Parish Councils.
Glebe Drive leaflets:

After emailing round to all of you the majority felt that perhaps the leaflets for the school/playgroup parents should be left until September – neither leaflets have been sent out.

After discussions it was decided to re-word the flyer for the residents and hold until September.

Concern was expressed that coaches are parking in the lay by and Bus Stop all day after dropping groups at the Old Vicarage.  This is perhaps only occasionally happening but Cllr Davies offered to speak to the Old Vicarage asking coaches to avoid parking there during school/playgroup drop off/pick up times. RESOLVED that Cllr Davies speak to the Old Vicarage.
The school is thriving and the concern is that the parking will get worse. Cllr Abbiss suggested that perhaps the PC ask for zig zag lines to be painted outside the school.  Clerk confirmed that when Cllr Shineton and Clerk had met with Graham Downes (SC) this suggestion was put to him for consideration.

5.
Planning applications:

No applications
received.

Clerk confirmed that she had received a letter from Planning confirming that the application for the ‘Erection of an agricultural building for storage of machinery, feed store and animal (horse) shelter at Land adjoining Crown Cottages, Bagginswood (app. no. 10/00755/FUL) was being recommended for refusal. A further letter was received confirming that the application had been withdrawn.

Correspondence:

Reply from Severn Trent re: Sewage Treatment Plant, Chorley: Clerk has arranged a meeting at the plant for 10am on Tuesday 10th August.

Severn Trent confirmed that the site is visited twice weekly by a local operator in a van and tanker visits are scheduled every 12 weeks involving 4/5 visits during the day but there may be times when extra visits are planned to cope with additional loading on site due to increased activity on the caravan park during the summer months.

Earlier in the year there was a major mechanical breakdown at the site which resulted in extra tankers. There is also limited spare capacity at the unit which is primarily the reason for the additional tankering during the summer, however this would not stop the potential for the occasional new build.

After discussions it was RESOLVED that Clerk write for clarification regarding the capacity at the Stottesdon unit and to ask if there are any plans to extend the size of the unit at Chorley.   These questions can also be raised at the meeting.
