Public participation

Apologies for absence:

Cllrs Walsh and Parsons (holiday) and Cllr Shineton who will arrive late due to a previous meeting. RESOLVED to accept apologies.

2)
Chairman’s resignation:

Vice-Chairman read out a letter of resignation from current Chairman Cllr Rae Griffiths. RESOLVED that this was accepted and Clerk confirmed that she had notified SC of the vacancy.

There are now 3 vacancies on the PC and Clerk had produced a ‘poster’ to try to fill these. It was RESOLVED that this is printed as a flyer to be delivered with the newsletter.

Election of Chairman/signing of declaration:

It was RESOLVED that the current Vice-Chairman Cllr Brian Hamilton-Russell be elected as Chairman. Cllr Hamilton-Russell signed the ‘Declaration of Office’.

It was RESOLVED to leave the position of Vice-Chairman until the next meeting when hopefully all Councillors will be present.

Chairman also felt that he should not be a member of the Personnel Committee – RESOVLED to leave this until next meeting.

Matters Arising from the minutes:

 (a)  Clerk’s Progress report:
‘No through road sign’ at Bakehouse Lane:

This has been agreed by Chris Edwards, thanks to Cllr Shineton for dealing with this. Clerk confirmed that she has asked that SC look at the planning application for Rose Cottage before installing this sign as the garage/garden entrance is being altered. It is thought that the sign may be erecting slightly into the lane. Clerk wondered if a ‘BAKEHOUSE LANE’ sign which incorporated the ‘no through road sign’ on it might be easier and less likely to get hit by large vehicles using the lane. After discussions it was RESOLVED to leave this as the normal ‘No through road sign’.
Raysland bungalow – they have now fitted their own cameras.

Joint Housing/Homelessness documents comments sent in via email and copied to ALC.

(b) Any other matters arising:
School field drainage – Clerk had nothing new to report. Cllr Abbiss understood that Miranda Kingston was still trying to obtain funding for this.

Parish matters/problems:
a) Parish problems:
Kennels Bridge has once again been hit and traffic lights have been in operation. It was RESOLVED to write to Chris Edwards reiterating our previous comments regarding the priority on this bridge being the wrong way round and the need for a ‘STOP’ line being painted on the road. Trees also need cutting back.

Clerk had received a telephone call asking for the monkey puzzle tree to be protected from removal at Midwinters. After discussions it was RESOLVED that this should be left until a planning application is received but it was felt that the tree did not warrant a TPO.
Drain cover stolen from the top of Walton Bank – Clerk had reported this to SC.

Clerk asked if the water leak had been repaired down Moon House Bank – Chairman confirmed that this had been dealt with.

b) Parish Watch:
Chairman declared a personal interest as co-ordinator and reported that he had been notified of a white van offering tarmacing – no registration obtained.

This had been dealt with earlier – Chairman once again thanked Cllrs Parson and Barratt for their work.

· The £8million Grant Shropshire had obtained to improve the broadband for the County – no specifics yet.
