Planning application:

a) Erection of one agricultural worker’s dwelling, installation of a septic tank drainage system – Raysland, Chorley.
The site had been visited by Cllrs and the following comments were made:

· Simple design and could see no problem with this.

· Size of an affordable house.

· Young local family will be settled in permanent accommodation.

· Nice design which will be a good addition to Chorley – living/work environment.

· Felt that this would not be a huge change and would be an improvement of ‘temporary’ accommodation.

· Once the house is completed the temporary accommodation should be removed.

· Sufficient hard standing should be provided in order to allow delivery vehicles etc to stand clear of the highway on this narrow lane to prevent the road being blocked.

It was RESOLVED to fully support these plans. Clerk will send in a reply to SC using the points raised. Cllr Shineton took no part in the discussion and did not vote.
