Public participation:

Mrs Jones (Head, Stottesdon School) came along to explain the amendments to the planning application for the school hall which included: trees/hedges not being taken out, temporary fence erected during construction of the building, removed 2 windows ion 1 elevation and installed roof light and 1 raised 2 metres, 3m width access to School House, amended canopy.

It was queried why the building couldn’t have been moved further over but this was due to as much outside play area had to be kept as possible.

It was also confirmed that the house had been auctioned with a price reflecting the proposed building.

Chairman thanked Mrs Jones for attending.

Mr Johnson, Harcourt Farm, attended the meeting due to complaints being made regarding the speed of tractors/skid marks/drivers using mobile phones whilst driving through Chorley.

Mr Johnson explained that the brake marks are not caused by speeding and the driver having to brake hard but probably by the trailers ‘locking up’ when empty and also confirmed that his tractors cannot exceed 24mph but as they are large they appear to be going faster. This was further explained by Dr Matt Home.

Mr Johnson has spoken to his workmen regarding using mobile phones and also asking them to drive carefully through the village and welcomed anyone to contact him if there was a further problem.

Clerk pointed out that Mr Johnson’s tractors are not the only tractors using these roads. Dr Home offered to write an article for the newsletter regarding this and would send this into the Clerk.

c) Stottesdon school revised plans - 16/00604/FUL:

Planning Officer confirmed the amendments are:

1.       An increase in access width to 3.0m for The School House;

2.       The plans now show the outdoor Early Years space shaded in yellow;

3.       The garage to The School House has been greyed out as this may be habitable space;

4.       The entrance to the new building shows a secured playgroup entrance; and

5.       The canopy has been moved to allow 500mm distance for maintenance to The School House. Please note that these canopies are usually demountable so if further access is required then this is relatively easy to achieve
After discussions it was felt that the amendments seem to satisfy neighbours requests and the hall will be good for the school.
